There is an interesting 

scene in the twenty-second 

chapter of Matthew’s 

Gospel.  Matthew tells us 

that a group of Pharisees 

came together as Jesus was 

making his way to 

Jerusalem to die.  They 

came together to try and 

find a question that would trip Jesus up, that 

would give them some evidence to warrant his 

death. 

 

And what was the question they came up with?  

“Which commandment in the law is the greatest?”  

(Matt. 23:36) 

 

I know of a lot of questions that would have been 

tougher than that one.   Those of you with 

children know that a five-year-old can ask harder 

questions than a Pharisee any day.  Where did 

God come from?  Is God married?  Does God get 

hungry?  Why didn’t they ask something hard, 

like, “What was God doing before he created the 

heavens and the earth?” 

 

 

 

 

No, they asked Jesus, “Which commandment in 

the law is the greatest?”  Jesus’ answer was very 

concise; “You shall love the Lord your God with 

all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all 

your mind.  This is the greatest and first 

commandment.”   

 

And the second is like it; “You shall love your 

neighbor as yourself.  On these two 

commandments hang all the law and the 

prophets.” 

 

What makes the word “love” so dangerous is the 

fact that it’s repeated thousands of times a day, 

and yet most of the time, those who use it don’t 

really mean love at all.  Usually when TV, 

movies, and popular music use the word love, 

they mean infatuation or sexual attraction.  But 

when Jesus commanded us to love our neighbor, 

he used the word “agape.”  Agape is the sort of 

love with which God loves us.  Feelings are 

secondary; behavior and will are everything.  We 

could paraphrase Jesus’ commandment in this 

way:  You shall decide to act in a loving way 

toward your neighbor.  You shall behave toward 

your neighbor in the way that you want him to 

behave toward you.

And do notice that love of God precedes love of 

neighbor.  Note that Jesus did not say, “serve 

God” or “obey God;” he said, “love God.”  From 

first to last, the Bible is a love story.  It is first the 

story of God’s love for Israel and then of God’s 

love for the Church.  In God’s covenant, people 

are wooed and then they are invited into a 

relationship with him. 

 

“Love the Lord your God with all your heart and 

soul and mind” is less commandment and more 

invitation.  It’s an invitation to love the one who 

always loved us, so much so that he became flesh 

and dwelt among us.  In Jesus, he who knew no 

sin became sin for us and suffered and died that 

we might be his forever! 

 

In Lent, we are reminded that this is a love which 

the world had never known before.  No wonder 

the Hymn writer was moved to ask:  “What 

wondrous love is this?”

Why are many Christians unwilling to give larger portions of their incomes 

for the work of the Lord through their churches?  I believe one of the biggest 

reasons people don’t give as generously as they are able is that they don’t 

understand how much God loves them.  If people knew the depth of God’s 

love, they wouldn’t need to be encouraged to give more.  Love makes people 

give freely and generously.  This article is devoted to helping us better understand how much God loves 

each and every one of us. 

 

In 1 John we read, “How great is the love the Father has lavished on us, that we should be called children 

of God!  And that is what we are!” (1 John 3:1).  God loves us.  He knows each of us by name (John 10:3).  

We are God’s children whom He loves deeply.  He promises to love us forever.  “I [love] you with an 

everlasting love” (Jeremiah 31:3).  As sinners, we don’t deserve His love, but He loves us out of His nature 

and character:  “God is love” (1 John 4:8).  We can be certain that God loves us because love is at the heart 

of Who He is and what He does.  “But God demonstrates His own love for us in this: While we were still 

sinners, Christ died for us” (Romans 5:8).   

 

God expressed His great love for us by giving us His Son to pay the price of our sins.  The Cross stands as 

the greatest witness to God’s love for us.  On the Cross, He gave us the most indescribable gift, the gift of 

His own Son.  “For God so loved the world that He gave His One and only Son . . .” (John 3:16).  The 

Bible is filled with references of the many things that God does for us because He loves us. 

 

Paul wrote, “I pray that you, being rooted and established in love, may have power, together with all the 

saints, to grasp how wide and long and high and deep is the love of Christ, and to know this love that 

surpasses knowledge—that you may be filled to the measure of all the fullness of God” (Ephesians 3:17b-

19).  If we were able to comprehend even dimly the depth of God’s love for us, we would desire to share 

that love with others.  God’s love would automatically flow through us into others.  The fruit of God’s love 

in our lives would be seen in both our words and deeds.  God’s love would be seen in us as we reach out to 

others and as we give faithfully and generously.  Grasping the depth of God’s love we would give glory to 

Him “throughout all generations, for ever and ever!  Amen” (Ephesians 3:21).
