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A man wandered into a church 
for the first time in many 
years.  He was impressed by 
the spirit and the warmth of the 
congregation.  As a result, he 
started coming to church on a 
regular basis, but he had mixed 

feelings about the need for genuine commitment.  
He said, “It was like getting on a train and asking 
the conductor, ‘How much?’  And when the 
conductor said, “Your whole life,’ I became 
scared and I went back and hid in the caboose, 
and I’ve been hiding there ever since.” 
 

What a sad story.  For whatever reason he was 
unable to grasp the incredible, liberating, 
reforming power of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.  
Think of what Jesus came to do!  He came to tell 
us about the unique freedom offered to us in 
God’s grace and forgiveness.  He said these 
things ought to be our first and chief priority, 
knowing that all other things would be added to 
us. 
 

He came to tell us that this loving presence of 
God was so valuable it was like a “pearl of great 
price”…“A treasure hidden in the field.”  God’s 
Means of Grace, Word and Sacrament, cradle 
these liberating gifts.  Through them the Holy 
Spirit captures our hearts and minds so that as his 
loyal followers, we are inspired to live for him  

who has saved us from ourselves.  His sacrifice of 
his life inspires us to good intentions to live as his 
rescued people. 
 

True reformation happens when the Holy Spirit 
gives us the “mind of Christ.”  We want to 
emulate him.  We want to offer the freedom that 
his redeeming and saving love offers.  We want to 
live life with more than good intentions. 
 

A classic criticism of the Church today is that we 
focus so much on past tradition and future heaven 
that we have little to offer for today.  Are we like 
the double-faced Roman god, Janus (for whom 
the first month of the year is named) – one face 
surveying the past, the other looking into 
tomorrow, with no vision for the present? 
 

I thank God so often that Good Shepherd Church 
is made up of so many people of good intention 
put into real action and service now – for the 
glory of Christ our Lord and the good of his 
people, always certain and confident that the 
kingdom of our glorious Lord Jesus is ours 
forever! 
 

This month we have the opportunity to discover 
through our Spiritual Gifts Inventory how we can 
really make those good intentions a reality!  
Glory to God now and always!

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An introduction to the Great Lakes Scrip Program

What Is Scrip? 
Scrip is a term that means “substitute money.”  When you purchase Scrip, you’re purchasing negotiable gift 
certificates and prepaid cards that are used just like cash. You can use Scrip to purchase everyday expenses 
like food, clothing, and other essentials, and with every purchase, you earn revenue for Good Shepherd. 

 

How Scrip generates revenue 
Now Good Shepherd has an additional easy way to bring in funds through an expansion of our already 
successful Supermarket Gift Card Program. For those of you familiar with the Supermarket Gift Card 
Program this is being handled in a very similar fashion. As before, YOU get “dollar for dollar” value for 
your money and the stores pay back a percentage, from two to fifteen percent or more, to offset any 
additional debt to the Building Fund to assist our Church. 
 

When you need a gift card to utilize on holidays, graduation, communion, confirmation, as 
a thank you, an anniversary, birthday or celebration please think of your Church. 

Scrip is "shopping cart fundraising” 
The Great Lakes Scrip Card Program will expand our offerings to include all types of retailers...bookstores, 
department stores, coffee houses, pet stores, children’s stores, restaurants, and entertainment gift cards can be 
purchased.  
 

A quick and simple order form needs to accompany your check made out to “Good Shepherd Gift 
Certificates” due by the 15th of each month (the second Sunday is ideal, since many of us do not see one 
another during the week).  Then, the “once a month delivery” is scheduled for the first Sunday of every month 
after both services. With greater participation, additional delivery dates can be added, especially around the 
holidays.  

Scrip can be purchased Online 
For those of you who are computer savvy and would allow deductions directly from your own checking 
account, see scrip coordinators at the counter for additional details. For you folks it may be more desirable to 
go online, order whatever it is you want, and pay for it right from your own checking account. Pay for your 
next cruise, hotel, or airline tickets through this service, and the Church will benefit greatly.

Rather than counting their 
blessings, they play the “if 
only” game.  
 

�  “If only” we had our own home/a bigger home. 
�  “If only” we could get out from under this pile   
    of debt. 
�  “If only” our neighbors would move. 
�  “If only” our friends were more fun/more  
    loyal/ more thoughtful. 
�  “If only” my boss would appreciate me more. 
  

Maybe you have an “if only” list.  Perhaps you, 
too, think that by making some external changes 
your life would be all you want it to be.  You’d be 
content.  Think about what the Apostle Paul said 
about contentment: “I know what it is to be in 
need, and I know what it is to have plenty.  I have 
learned the secret of being content in any and 
every situation, whether well fed or hungry, 
whether living in plenty or in want” (Philippians 
4:12).  Paul said external conditions have nothing 
to do with contentment.  He said changing our 
circumstances won’t make a difference in our level 
of contentment.  He said, “I have learned the 
secret of being content.”   
 

What is that secret?  “I can do everything through 
Him Who gives me strength” (Philippians 4:13).  
When we depend on the Lord and place our trust in 
Him, we can be content in all circumstances.  We 
won’t need to dwell on “if only.”  God’s grace 
gives us the ability to persevere and even find joy 
in life’s toughest situations.  Like Corrie Ten 
Boom.  In her book, The Hiding Place, she relates 
that she and her sister Betsy were sent to Nazi 
concentration camps which were filled with filth, 
disease, and pestilence.  Their particular barracks 
was infested with fleas, but, by God’s grace, they 
were able to see the blessings even in fleas.  
Because of the fleas the German guards chose not 
to enter the barracks which allowed Corrie and 
Betsy to gather the other ladies for Bible study and 

prayer.  God’s Word sustained them in their time 
of need.  They didn’t have an “if only” mentality.  
Instead they followed Paul’s admonition in 1 
Thessalonians 5:16-18: “Be joyful always; pray 
continually; give thanks in all circumstances, for 
this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus.”   Until 
we find our rest in Christ we are going to continue 
searching for contentment.  The theologian 
Augustine said, “Thou hast made us for Thyself, O 
God, and the heart of man is restless until it finds 
its rest in Thee.”

The church has 
purchased special materials to make this process 
easier than ever.  If the time commitment required 
in the past kept you from pursuing this personal & 
spiritual insight, then now is the right time for 
you. 
 

“There are different kinds of gifts, but the same 
Spirit... But it is one and the same Spirit who does 
all this;  …He gives a different gift to each 
person.” [1 Corinthians 12:4&11] 
 

Spiritual Gifts are a gift from God.  (These are not 
the talents and skills we acquire over time.)  
Knowing our gift(s) can help us find our passion 
in life.  Knowing our gift(s) can help us 
understand our path with God.  Don’t you want to 
know what gifts God gave you?
