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An introduction to the Great Lakes Scrip Program 
For Good Shepherd Fundraising 

 

What Is Scrip? 
Scrip is a term that means “substitute money.”  When you purchase Scrip, you’re purchasing negotiable gift 
certificates and prepaid cards that are used just like cash. You can use Scrip to purchase everyday expenses 
like food, clothing, and other essentials, and with every purchase, you earn revenue for Good Shepherd. 

 

How Scrip generates revenue 
Now Good Shepherd has an additional easy way to bring in funds through an expansion of our already 
successful Supermarket Gift Card Program. For those of you familiar with the Supermarket Gift Card 
Program this is being handled in a very similar fashion.  As before, YOU get “dollar for dollar” value for 
your money and the stores pay back a percentage, from two to fifteen percent or more, which is used to offset 
any additional debt to the Building Fund to assist our Church. 
 

When you need a gift card to utilize on holidays, graduation, communion, confirmation, as 
a thank you, an anniversary, birthday or celebration please think of your Church. 

Scrip is "shopping cart fundraising.” 
The Great Lakes Scrip Card Program will expand our offerings to include all types of retailers...bookstores, 
department stores, coffee houses, pet stores, children’s stores, restaurants, and entertainment gift cards can be 
purchased.  
 

A quick and simple order form needs to accompany your check made out to “Good Shepherd Gift 
Certificates” due by the 15th of each month (the second Sunday is ideal, since many of us do not see one 
another during the week.)  Then, the “once a month delivery” is scheduled for the first Sunday of every month 
after both services. With greater participation, additional delivery dates can be added, especially around the 
holidays.  

Scrip can be purchased Online 
For those of you who are computer savvy and would allow deductions directly from your own checking 
account, see scrip coordinators at the counter for additional details. For you folks it may be more desirable to 
go online, WEBSITE ADDRESS HERE order whatever it is you want, and pay for it right from your own 
checking account. Pay for your next cruise, hotel, or airline tickets through this service, and the Church will 
benefit greatly.

Although I am mourning the recent passing of my 
great-grandmother, I am at peace knowing that she 
was called home to glory from her own home 
surrounded by her beloved daughter and 
granddaughter.  Up until her passing, we were very 
proud to proclaim that we had five generations in 
our family!  Grammie was my great grandmother 
and therefore my children had a great, great 
grandmother!  It is not often that one can boast of 
four living generations, let alone five, so here I am 
to brag!   
 

One hundred years ago, a generation spanned about 
20 years, especially in a time when couples would 
marry and raise a family at a young age, often 
before they were 20!  Nowadays, a generation can 
span several decades and may not happen for 40 
years, especially as families are starting later and are 
sometimes after the launch of a career.  We have 
managed to squeeze five generations into my family 
because I and my foremothers started families at a 
very young age.  It is wonderful to have the 
opportunity to gather under so much wisdom and 
experience! 
 

Although Grammie never drove a car or traveled 
abroad, she did have a sense of adventure, whether it 
was a new recipe (Mmmmmmm, her penuche fudge 
and homemade cookies!) or a new knitting pattern 
or stylish sewing pattern.  Every year, my sister and 
I could look forward to a new flannel nightie at 
Christmas that Grammie would sew for us, complete 
with lace ruffles on the sleeves and a matching night 
cap!  In her seventies, when most people are retiring 
and relaxing, Grammie took up counted cross stitch 
and entered several of her pieces in county fairs 
which were awarded prizes!  In her eighties she 
became a devoted Cleveland Indians fan in a way no 
one expected and in her nineties she was learning to 
play games on the computer and mastering Sudoku!  
Even in her last few weeks of life, she was sitting in 
her favorite chair with pretzels and a beer! Her 
ability to tell tales of growing up in the Roaring 
‘20’s and visiting ‘speak easy’s’ or sharing fond and 
fun memories of each grandchild and great- 
grandchild was a favorite pastime, as was her 

homemade fried chicken and Lindsor Tort cookies.  
She never forgot a birthday or an anniversary and 
we would always look forward to Grammie's cards 
in the mailbox with her tiny script addressing the 
envelope and her common signature: 'Love, 
Grammie xoxo.'  Oh the blessings of 98 years!   
 

Scripture says in Psalm 119:90 that ‘your 
faithfulness continues through all generations’ and I 
can say that I have experienced that in my life.  I 
have worshiped and prayed with my foremothers 
and have seen the Lord’s hand at work in all of our 
lives.  Now, as my own children are growing, I pray 
that I can build memories for them and their future 
generations just as I have been blessed to 
experience, and to continue 'that faithfulness 
through all generations.'  It was so moving to me 
during the funeral service to have my mother share 
the blessing of being a grandmother to her 
grandchildren while her grandmother was still 
alive!

If it has 
been 2 years or more, allow yourself a 
reassessment.  Gifts change.  The work booklet we 
are using will be very easy to use and take less time 
than ever before. 
 
�    How is this being done?    Distribution began 
Sunday, October 11, with a workshop in the 
Fellowship Hall.  For those unable to attend that 
day, booklets are available in between services [see 
Eileen Loughman, Adult Coffee Hour], or thru the 
Church Office during the week [contact Marie].   
 
 

 
You can work on your booklet here at coffee hour 
or take it home to complete.   
 
�    When are answer sheets due back?    We 
would like them back within two weeks of your 
receiving it, or sooner. 
 
�   Where do I return my form?   There is a pink 
basket on the table in the narthex.  
 
�    How is this information being stored?    It will 
be noted, organized, and stored in a church file 
tracking the prevalence of different Gifts.  This is 
not information considered confidential in a church 
setting; however, if you have privacy concerns, 
please put a note in with your booklet when you 
return it and your concerns will be respected.   
If you wish to make a “free will” donation to help 
defray costs (booklets retail for $4.95 each), any 
amount would be appreciated.  Please note, this is 
free will, and not necessary to your participation.  
You can have your donation added to your church 
statement:  Add your church envelope # to your 
check, or, note it on the envelope if you leave a cash 
donation.

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Stewardship is very 
simply the managing of 
someone else’s resources.  
As Christians, we’re 

stewards of God’s creation and the talents and gifts 
he has given us, including money.   
 

From a young age, children can learn not only how 
to manage their money well, but also how to give 
generously.  Children enjoy learning to be 
caretakers of all of God’s many blessings.  Use 
these ideas to instill in children a heart for 
Stewardship.  
 
Set an example:  The most important thing parents 
can do is practice giving so children can see 
stewardship in action.  Feelings about money are 
contagious; so, also model appropriate attitudes.   
 
Give allowance:  Give weekly allowance that can 
be divided easily.  Then make or use a three-
compartment container to help kids divide their 
money into the categories of saving, spending, and 
giving.  
 
Have a heart for people in need:  Discuss 
tangible needs in your community, church, and the 
world.  Together, come up with ways your family 
can chip in to offer assistance by giving of their 
money, time and talents.   
 

Many parents avoid discussions about money 
because the topic makes them uncomfortable.  But 
such conversations will instill in children proper 
attitudes about finances and stewardship.  
 

�  Why do we need money?  Explain 
whether money is a bad or good thing.  

�  How do you decide what to buy or do 
with your own money?  

�  Why does God put us in chare of his 
creation?  What does God want us to do 
with our money and talents?  

�  Share what it feels like to give away 
some of your money.  When are you 
most cheerful about giving?   

 

Pray and ask God 
1. To help your children be faithful 

stewards of all he has given to them.  
2. To help your children put their trust in 

Him, not in money or material things.  
3. To transform your family members into 

cheerful and generous givers.  
 
“You must each decide in your heart how much to 
give.  And don’t give reluctantly or in response to 
pressure.  “For God loves a person who gives 
cheerfully.”  2 Corinthians 9:7 
 

Teachable Moments  
 

“Change” the World – decorate a glass jar.  As a 
family, choose a charity to help financially.  Each 
day, family members can empty their spare change 
into the jar.  When the jar is full, take your children 
to convert the change into a money order made out 
to the charity.  Deliver it in person if the charity is 
local.   
 

Give Yourself to God  –  read aloud Luke 21:1-4, 
about the poor widow who donated two small 
coins to the temple.  Say; “Giving ourselves to God 
means trusting and obeying him with our whole 
lives.” Have each family member tape two pennies 
to an index card and rub a crayon or pencil on the 
other side of the card, over the coins.  Remove the 
pennies and write “Give yourself to God” on the 
card, and then decorate it.  Encourage family 
members to give themselves to God daily.  
 

Give God Your Best – Read aloud 1 Corinthians 
10:31.  “So whether you eat or drink, or whatever 
you do, do it all for the glory of God.”  Have each 
family member share what he or she thinks this 
verse means.  Then ask; “How can we give God 
glory with our family’s income?  With our 
personal earnings?  What does it mean to honor 
God with our whole lives?”  Then have a “Give 
God Your Best” dinner.  Use your best tablecloth, 
make your favorite foods, or maybe serve a fancy 
dessert.  Ask each person to name one way to 
honor God this week with their words or actions.
