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One Christmas Eve, a man sat 
in reflective silence in front of 
the fireplace, pondering the 
meaning of Christmas.  “It 
seems ridiculous to think that 
God would become a human 
being especially in the form of 
a  baby born to poor, unknown 
parents.  I’m sure that if God 

really wanted to come down to earth, he would have 
chosen some other way.”  Suddenly, the man was 
alerted from his thoughts by a strange sound coming 
from outside his window.  When he peered out, he 
saw a small gaggle of geese frantically honking and 
aimlessly flopping around in the snow.  They 
seemed dazed and confused.  Apparently, they had 
dropped out, in exhaustion from the flight 
formations of a larger flock in their southern 
migration.  Moved to compassion, the man tried to 
“shoo” the poor geese into his warm garage, but the 
more he “shooed” them, the more panicked they 
became.  
 
“If they’d only realized I’m trying to help them,” he 
thought to himself.  “How can I make them 
understand my genuine concern for them and their 
safety?”  It was then a thought came to him, “If for 
just a moment, I could become one of them, talk 
their talk, and look like one of their own, they 
would understand what I am trying to do for them 
and save their lives!”  In that moment, he  
 

 
remembered Christmas and a smile came over this 
face.  Suddenly, the Christmas story made sense and 
no longer seemed like an absurd idea.   
 
He discovered for himself in a powerfully personal 
way, that God had become one of use to tell us, in 
human terms and human flesh which we can all 
understand, that God does love us, did come for us 
to rescue us and to save us from our sin and 
confusion.   
 
In this season of Advent and Christmas, all of us are 
invited once again to discover the ourselves, the 
powerful notion of Immanuel, “God with us.”  Only 
then can we genuinely sing with joy and enthusiasm 
our Christmas Carols and Christmas hymns.  Only 
then can we have the Christmas peace knowing that 
the Divine Savior has broken in our broken 
existence to save and redeem us all!  
 
May the Christmas season be a blessed opportunity 
accept the invitation to let Christmas come home to 
you in a real and personal way as you realize for 
yourself  “to you a Savior has been given 
who is Christ the Lord!”

by Mitch Albom 

 
What if our beliefs were not 
what divided us, but what 
pulled us together? 
 
In Have a Little Faith, Mitch 
Albom offers a beautifully 
written story of a remarkable 
eight year journey between 
two worlds – two men, two 
faiths, two communities – 

that will inspire readers everywhere.  
 
Albom’s first nonfiction book since Tuesdays with Morrie 
was published twelve years ago, Have A Little Faith 
begins with an unusual request: an 82-year-old rabbi from 
Albom’s old hometown asks him to deliver his eulogy.  
 
Feeling unworthy, Albom insists on understanding the 
man better, which throws him back into a world of faith 
he’d left years ago. Meanwhile, closer to his current 
home, Albom becomes involved with a Detroit pastor – a 
reformed drug dealer and convict – who preaches to the 
poor and homeless in a decaying church with a hole in its 
roof.  
 
Moving between their worlds, Christian and Jewish, 
African-American and white, impoverished and well-to-do, 
Mitch observes how these very different men employ faith 
similarly in fighting for survival: the older, suburban rabbi, 
embracing it as death approaches; the younger, inner-city 
pastor relying on it to keep himself and his church afloat.  
 
As America struggles with hard times and people turn 
more to their beliefs, Mitch and the two men of God 
explore issues that perplex modern man: how to endure  
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
when difficult things happen; what heaven is; 
intermarriage; forgiveness; doubting God; and the 
importance of faith in trying times. Although the texts, 
prayers and histories are different, Albom begins to 
realize a striking unity between the two worlds - and 
indeed, between beliefs everywhere.  
 
In the end, as the rabbi nears death and a harsh winter 
threatens the pastor’s wobbly church, Albom sadly fulfills 
the last request and writes the eulogy. And he finally 
understands what both men had been teaching all along: 
the profound comfort of believing in something bigger 
than yourself.  
 
Have a Little Faith is a book about a life’s purpose; about 
losing belief and finding it again; about the divine spark 
inside us all. It is one man’s journey, but it is everyone’s 
story.

(He loved 
to cook).   Mom would be setting the table.  All the best linens, china and crystal was used.  Family would start 
coming and dinner would be served.  After dinner was served and the dishes were all cleaned, (by hand – no 
dishwasher in our house)  it was time to sit and read the Christmas story.  The story was read and songs were 
sung at the right time.  O Little Town of Bethlehem, Away in a Manger, We Three Kings, etc.   We had to sing 
Glade Jul (Silent Night), and do the traditional dance around the Christmas tree, with the clapping, bowing and 
curtsey (A Jul med din glede -- all those Scandinavians will know this one).   We would open our gifts and 
throw the wrapping paper in the pile of the middle of the floor.  After all this we would sit around the table for 
desserts, and of course, more singing.  This time it was the 12 days of Christmas.  (My father was always the 
Partridge in a Pear Tree.)   In all those years of singing the 12 Days of Christmas, I never knew the true 
meaning of the song.  It’s Christian roots.   On December 13th, the Sunday School will have their Christmas 
Pageant.  I hope you all have a chance to hear about the origin of the 12 days of Christmas.  I know I will never 
sing this again without remembering the true meaning of the song.

Throughout Scripture, everyone who 
has come into the presence of the Lord 
has been in awe of Him and has adored 
Him.  Think of Moses and the burning 
bush.  Quietly watching over his father-
in-law’s sheep, Moses saw a bush on 
fire but not being consumed.  When 
God spoke to Moses telling him to 
remove his shoes, Moses realized who 
was speaking, and “Moses hid his face, 
because he was afraid to look at God” (Exodus 
3:6).  But he listened and spent 40 years showing 
adoration to God by obediently leading God’s 
people according to God’s direction. 
 
Isaiah writes about the vision through which God 
called him to be His prophet: “I saw the Lord . . . 
high and exalted . . . [and the angels] were calling 
to one another: ‘Holy, holy, holy is the Lord 
Almighty.’”  His reaction was to confess his 
sinfulness and, like Moses, to adore God by 
answering His question, “Whom shall I send?” 
with “Here am I.  Send me!” (Isaiah 6:1-8). 
 
This is the Christmas season, and we cannot help 
but think of the Wise Men, too, who came in 
search of the newborn King, bringing their gifts 
and bowing before Him in adoration.  Matthew 
2:11 records, “On coming to the house, they saw 

the Child with His mother Mary, and they 
bowed down and worshipped Him.”  And 
they offered to the Christ Child the gifts 
they had brought for Him, “gifts of gold and 
of incense and of myrrh.” 
 
The shepherds adored Him, too.  They 
heard about Jesus from the angels as they 
sat outdoors watching their sheep and ran to 
Bethlehem to see the Christ Child.  They 

didn’t have gifts to bring as the Magi did, but they, 
too, responded in adoration.  Luke writes, “When 
they had seen Him, they spread the word 
concerning what had been told them about this 
Child, and all who heard it were amazed at what 
the shepherds said to them” (Luke 2:17-18). 
 
God gives gifts to each of us and uses us to tell the 
Good News of the birth of His Son Who came to 
bring us forgiveness of sins and life eternal.  Some 
of us, like the Wise Men, are blessed with 
monetary gifts to be used to support mission and 
ministry.  Others of us are more like the shepherds, 
able to “spread the word concerning what [we] 
have been told . . . about this Child.”   By God’s 
grace, all of us can respond in faithful obedience to 
God’s Word.
