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Handling Doubt & Questions

“Doubts are the ants in the pants of faith,” wrbtederick Buechner. “They keep it awake and moving.
When we have doubts about something, we're forocezkamine its truthfulness and consider how much of
ourselves we wish to invest in it. If we (and ahildren) are going to truly own our belief, we rhastically
evaluate them.

Teaching your children that it's okay to expresslits and ask questions is crucial for their faith
development. When the doubts get ignored, it ceuhtually result in serious skepticism of ones’
worldview and personal faith,” says profession Deandy. Use these tips to help your children woradel
open up:

Don't feel threatened when children want to ask qus&tions. These queries help kids verbalize their doubts.
View tough questions not as a sign of rebelliondsibpportunities to teach and learn.

Listen intently, and don’t shame kids for asking qestions. Reflect on what children say and affirm their
feelings: “you look like you have a question.”

Make your family a “safe zone.” Foster attitudes that say it's okay to questioth doubt. That will
encourage children to feel free to think criticadlyd explore honestly.

Track how young Christian’s thoughts and questadrange over time.

Ages 3 to 5: Preschoolers begin to ask “Why?” and “How?” Mies¢ symbolism, and God’s nonphysical
nature are often confusing for kids this age. Aestheir questions simply with words that mean éyac
what they say.

Ages 6 to 8: Children this age begin to distinguish betweentday and reality and begin to use logical
thinking. Give them answers that allow them to tisse skills.

Ages 9 to 12 Older children tend to question some basic feti@ey previously accepted. They want to
explore an issue from many perspectives, sharegwardoubts, and help kids find a niche to putrtfaath
into action.

Ask God:
1. To help your children know it's okay to have quess.
2. To help you be a good listener when kids share twaibts.
3. To reassure your whole family of God’s presencelawud.
