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A lot of energy, worry, concern, and 
prayer have gone into trying to 
resolve the financial difficulties our 
congregation has been facing and the 
challenges they present to our 
existence as a church.  In stressful 
times like these, the congregation, 
and especially its leadership, can feel 

quite alone to handle the problem. 
 
Recent articles in a number of publications have 
reminded us that we are not alone in this country as 
a church dealing with financial difficulties.  With 
the drop in the economy, the stock market, with lay-
offs and cutbacks, churches and charities across the 
land have been deeply affected. 
 
Articles in our newspapers have cited the following 
examples: 
 

      “Experts blame 10% unemployment and sinking 
investment income for the pummeling budgets of 
congregations great and small, black and white, 
urban and suburban.” 
 

       “Many religious institutions finished last year 
20% to 25% below the usual level of the year 
before.” 
 

       “In collection plates, giving per person is down 
20% or more…” 
 

Left to ourselves and our shaky economy, things do 
look rather grim.  But it is precisely then, when we  

 
are feeling so alone with our struggles and 
challenges that the words of Christ’s presence is a 
guarantee of the power to fight the battle of life in 
this world as we strive to be his viable body, the 
Church.  “Lo, I am with you always…” 
 

This promise was first made to eleven ordinary 
men, to whom he had just given an impossible 
assignment:  “Go and make disciples of the whole 
world.”  Before they could protest, he was gone.  
He ascended into heaven and to all intents and 
purposes left them alone.  They must have been 
thinking to themselves, “First he tells us to convert 
the world and then he leaves us.”  How quickly they 
then forgot his promise, “Lo, I am with you 
always.”  Ten days later they found out what he 
meant.  Ten days later, the power of the Holy Spirit 
descended upon them; doubt was replaced by faith, 
cowardice with courage, and fear with burning 
enthusiasm and commitment.  This is the power of 
his promise and presence.  In light of his promise of 
presence, our current challenge can indeed be met 
by people of commitment and sacrifice, who are 
determined to give to the Lord and his work through 
this congregation. 
 
It’s no small thing facing us.  It will require us all to 
count the cost and commit ourselves to seriously 
supporting ??????

The warm, relaxing summer months are 
perfect for reconnecting as a family, for 
staying connected to God, and for boosting 
your child’s faith in Him.   
 

For starters, participate in faith-building 
opportunities like Vacation Bible School, 
church camps, mission projects, and more.  
Realize that growth in faith can occur in 
unstructured, day-to-day settings too.  By 
talking to your children often about God—
and your relationship with Him—you model 
faith in action for young Christians.   
 

Use these ideas as a springboard for summer 
faith growth:   
 
Take it all in.   Admire God’s handiwork as 
you travel and sight-see.  Acknowledge and 
thank our Creator.  Use simple object lessons; 
for example, draw a line of chalk in front of 
some ants and notice that most of them won’t 
cross it.  Then talk about what it means to 
follow and obey God.  
 

Take out the “trash.”   Together, clean up a 
park or street.  Then discuss what God wants 
us to fill our minds and hearts with (see 
Philippians 4:8). 
 

Take it outside.   For variety, conduct your 
family devotions outside in the shade.  Use a 
book club format to go through a book of the 
Bible or a children’s Bible story-book.  Then 
apply the lessons to situations we face each 
day as we walk with God.   
 

Take it to God.  Never underestimate the 
power of family faith conversations.  
Remember the handy acronym ALOT  for a 
faith-based perspective.   
 
 
 
 
 

���� Ask —How does your child feel about the 
topic? 
���� L isten —without interrupting, listen while 
your child responds. 
���� Open —Open your heart—and your Bible 
���� Talk —Talk about your thoughts and 
feelings on the subject and how they’re 
shaped by God’s Word.  Then talk to God in 
prayer about the issue. 
 

Ask God:  
1. To bless your summer months with 

fun, rest, and faith growth. 
2. To work in your children’s hearts and 

give them the desire to know God 
more. 

3. To safeguard your family members 
physically and spiritually this summer. 

 

“Faith is the confidence that what we 
hope for will actually happen; it give us 
assurance about things we cannot see.”  
Hebrews 11:1  
 

Teachable moments  
Lean about God’s creation—and our role 
in it—by doing these summertime 
activities together. 
 

Shine – to make your own “planetariums,” 
place oatmeal containers on scrap wood, to 
protect floors.  Help kids us a hammer and 
nail to gently punch holes in the bottoms of 
the container.  Turn out the lights.  Put 
flashlights inside the containers and enjoy 
the light shine on a ceiling or wall.  
 

Stars – Talk about stars as large balls of gas 
that produce color, heat, and light and about 
how a star changes over time. The eye can 
typically see 2,000 stars on a clear night.  
Then ask:  What would night be like without 
stars?:  Read aloud Matthew 5:14-16.  Ask 
“Why do you think God wants us to be lights 
on earth?   How can you shine for God?”

Faith Stretchers – Give each person a 
rubber band.  Have all of them stretch 
their rubber band to show how stretched 
their faith has been lately -- a little or a 
lot.  
 

 
 
 

 
Faith Quilt – Create a quilt-type mural 
to signify your family’s commitment to 
faith in God.  Brainstorm ways you serve 
God and new ways you can honor him in 
your home.  Write or draw these ideas on 
squares of white card stock and tape them 
to a wall.   Add to your mural all summer 
long.

The author of Hebrews exhorts us to
