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We all want to keep ourselves up-to-
date.  We want to be on top of 
everything that’s happening around 
us.  We want to buy the latest 
technology and electronics.  We 
want the latest new medicines.  We 
want to be up-to-date on national 

politics and all the rest.  Sometimes we speak of 
someone whose ideas are different than ours, saying 
that he is living in the past.  He should keep up with 
the times. 
 
But let’s consider another kind of “keeping up-to-
date,” and that is keeping our faith experience up-
to-date. 
 
Paul was thinking of this when he wrote Timothy, 
“Keep the great securities of your faith intact.”  He 
was saying that unless we keep our faith up-to-date, 
we run the danger of losing it altogether.  Faith is a 
growing thing.  It’s like a plant.  It withers unless it 
is fed and watered.  It’s like riding a bike – as long 
as we keep pedaling the wheel moves; but when we 
stop pedaling, we fall off. 
 
So then, how do we keep our faith up-to-date?  
There are three verbs which hold the answer.  The 
first is pray.  The Christian who doesn’t pray soon 
finds his faith growing cold, then colder.  Prayer is 
the life line of the Christian faith.   

 
The second verb is pay.  This isn’t a very popular 
word.  There are some who don’t like it and try to 
avoid it.  But no truer words have ever been spoken 
than these, “Where your treasure is, there your heart 
will be also.”   
 
The fact is, if we believe enough in our faith and 
Lord, we will want to share what God give us to see 
his Church grow.  Withholding what rightfully 
belongs to God robs a person of a glowing faith and 
causes many to fail to keep up-to-date what has 
been received.  You and I need to give, to pay, more 
than the causes need what we have to give.  We 
need to give more than God needs what we have to 
give.  Only than can we realize “It is more blessed 
to give than to receive.” 
 
The final word is participate. Unless you are 
actively in the church, you soon lose interest in it 
altogether and your glowing faith turns cold and 
empty.  To participate is to spend yourself in 
service.  It is to get active in the work of the Lord.  
Membership has meaning only as we participate in 
the life of the church.

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Help Kids’ Talk and Listen to God 
 

 
 
 
For Christians, 
prayer is a 
privilege.  We 

have direct, 24/7 access to the God who 
created and saves us.  But prayer isn’t just for 
grown-ups.  Jesus wants little children to 
come to him (Matthew 19:14) and to pray 
without ceasing (1 Thessalonians 5:17).   
 
Prayer is a powerful way to harness kids’ love 
of words.  Between the ages of 2 and 5, a 
child’s vocabulary explodes form about 50 
words to thousands.  And who better to talk to 
than God?  Yet even Jesus’ disciples needed 
help learning how  to pray (Luke 11:1).  Keep 
these things in mind as you teach children to 
connect with God:  
 
Prayer is an attitude.  We can pray about 
anything and everything, including other 
people and their needs.  We can sense God’s 
presence with us all day long as we go to Him 
in prayer.  
 
Prayer is a routine.  Regular times with God 
help shape our prayer attitude.  Help children 
establish “check in” times with God, not out 
of obligation but out of love.  
 
Prayer is a first response.  When troubles 
and tough decisions loom, we can turn to God 
before trying anything else.   
 
Prayer is listening to God.  Prayer is a 
dialogue that involves letting God speak to us 
through everyday life. 
 
Prayer is modeled.  The best way to 
challenge your children to pry is be letting 
them see and hear you praying often.  
Regularly share with them how you see God 
at work through your prayers.   
 
 

 
Ask God: 

 

1. To help your family members stay in 
touch with God.  

2. To show your children that prayer involves 
more than just making requests.  

3. To keep your family members open to 
hearing God’s voice.  

 

“Keep on asking, and you will receive what you 
ask for.  Keep on seeking and you will find.  Keep 
on knocking, and the door will be opened to you.”  
Matthew 7:7 
 
Teachable Moments 
 
Mix It up —Prayer is never inappropriate, so 
encourage children to pray whenever and 
wherever they want to.  Try praying together in a 
variety of ways, including kneeling, standing,  
lying down, lifting your hand, and so on.   
 

Echo Each Other—With young children, pray 
aloud one brined phase at a time and teach them 
to echo you.  As kids gain confidence, you can 
switch roles and they can lead.  
 

Lighten Up—Show children it’s fun to talk to 
God.  Allow payer to be goofy at times.  Try 
shouting or whispering a prayer.   Use rhymes 
and motions to capture children’s attention.  Let 
kids thank God for whatever is important to 
them—even if it’s a stuffed animal or video.  
 

On Target—Using markers, have children dray a 
target with six circles.  Then use pencils to till in 
people and places to pray for.  In the outer circle, 
they can write a country.  In the next circle, they 
can write a family in their neighborhood.  The 
rest of the circles can represent a friend, teacher, 
or family member.  In the center, have children 
write something they’ll like to pray for 
themselves.  After a week erase those request and 
fill in new ones.
